6TH ANNUAL DAYTONA 500
WATCH PARTY

Sunday, Feb. 26, 2012 9:30AM

Join us for the 6th annual NASCAR Daytona 500 Watch Party. As usual, the race will be exciting from the drop of the
green flag all the way to the checkers. There is always plenty of exciting race action as we watch restrictor plate racing at
its best. With 43 cars running three and four wide just inches apart at 200 miles per hour with no half time or time outs.
Last year, an exciting 54t running of the Daytona 500 got a Cinderella ending: Rookie Trevor Bayne, a 20-year-old with-
out a full-time Sprint Cup Series ride, and in only his second Sprint Cup Series start of his career became the youngest
ever driver to win the Daytona 500 with some gutty defense on the final laps. Bayne held off Carl Edwards on the last lap
to take the checkered flag in NASCAR's premier race.

After a crash-filled race, the final 15 laps were relatively clean, with 10 to 12 cars up front jockeying for position in two-
car drafting pairs. A wreck by Regan Smith brought out the 15th caution flag of the day, and eliminated both him and
Denny Hamlin from checkered flag contention. During the caution, a pit stop to fix a flat tire helped knock Pole sitter Dale
Earnhardt Jr. back to the pack.

In the resulting first attempt at a green-white-checkered finish, David Ragan led, with Trevor Bayne second, but Ragan
was black flagged for changing lanes before the white flag. And then a solo push by Tony Stewart helped set off a chain of
events that knocked many competitors including Earnhardt Jr. out of the race to bring out the day's 16th caution.

At the second attempt at a green-white-checker finish, Bayne held off Carl Edwards on the last lap to take the checkered
flag in NASCAR's premier race.

There were 74 total lead changes among 22 different drivers and 16 cautions for 60 laps. The race was extended eight laps
for two green-white-checkered attempts. If you are not already a race fan (which most of you are not) you will definitely
have a much better understanding of the sport while watching from the edge of your seat! NASCAR racing is exciting,
exhilarating and always unpredictable, making the outcome of any race impossible to call until the checkered flag falls.
